We are pleased to present a series of publications in which we introduce
readers to researchers currently working in the field of ethics, primarily ap-
plied ethics.

Our colleagues have already done similar projects. At the end of the 2020’s,
Vladimir Bakshanovsky published the results of his questionnaire on applied
ethics and business ethics. Also the colleagues from the Sector of Ethics, In-
stitute of Philosophy, Russian Academy of Sciences have done similar work.

The previous issue of «Discourses on Ethics» featured a conversation with
Sofya Rudakova, in which she discussed how she had become interested in
Henry Sidgwick, and what is the role of rational justification of morality in eth-
ics today. However, we are announcing the entire series now, just because
enough material has been collected, so we are confident that publications will
be regular in 2026. It goes without saying that we hope to continue this pro-
ject, and we would be delighted to see you as our next interviewee!

In this book, we give the floor to our colleague from Ecuador, Darwin Reyes
Solis. This conversation touches on everyday morality in marginalized com-
munities, justice for indigenous peoples, and so on. All of these topics remain
relevant today.

In the first decades of the 21st century, applied ethics emerged as an in-
tegral field of research and even became something of a commonplace. How-
ever, we believe that in the context of the technological and social trans-
formations of recent years, there is a need to review its tools and to reflect
honestly on its basic principles.

We want to learn from our speakers and colleagues what theoretical posi-
tions and methodological approaches define ethical discourse today. At the
same time, we try to focus on real situations and practical cases encoun-
tered by experts in ethics.

Finally, we are guided by an important part of the journal's stated mission:
to create a space for discourse within the field of ethics, to reintegrate spe-
cialists in various areas of ethics, and to ensure the accessibility of knowledge
and high standards of research and education. We hope we will succeed in
this endeavor. And we certainly hope that in these publications the future
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researchers will find the unique, first-hand material about how and what
ethicists in the mid-2020s were thinking about.

Master's students majoring in Applied Ethics at St. Petersburg State Uni-
versity took an active part in preparing and leading these discussions, so
the Editorial Board of the almanac sincerely thanks them!
